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Dream and Dare! Dare and Dream. This is my challenge for all of us and also the challenge of our 
conference: “The Creative Process: Choreography, Choice-Making, and Communication.” We must 
dream to create and communicate, but we must also dare and take risks, and our choices often can and 
should include venturing into the unknown and unexpected. 

This challenge has made my lifetime in dance a wonderful adventure. Early influences were classes that 
included Dalcroze explorations, 
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The program booklet lists all twenty groups participating and a wide range of events. For update, in 
2016 SDHS and CORD came together and formed one organization: Dance Studies Association.  

Choreography and performance remained close to my heart. I spent many Christmas vacations taking 
workshops with Cunningham, Nikolais, Hawkins and others. I went to many performances, looking for 
new emerging artists, and created a company with colleagues where we performed, choreographed and 
were pioneers developing concerts in the schools. In 1971, the American University’s Music Department 
was asked to create a college summer program, allied with Wolf Trap Park for Performing Arts. I decided 
to get dance involved. I wasn’t sure how to do this, but since the administration ignored me, I went my 
merry way. I had no money, but set up a meeting with the Dance Director of the recently established 
National Endowment for the Arts. I was in pleasant shock learning that if I had major companies in one
