Induction 
Participation Points  
 

▪ To qualify for induction at the Junior Program level, a student 
must earn 15 points, at least 10 of which should be earned while 
participating in dance activities within the program of the chapter 
site.  At the sponsor’s discretion, a student may earn up to 5 
points while participating in community dance activities or other 
activities in the performing arts outside of the chapter program. 
   

▪ To qualify for induction at the Secondary Program level, a 
student must earn 30 points, at least 20 of which should be 
earned while participating in dance activities within the program of 
the chapter site.  At the sponsor’s discretion, a student may earn 
up to 10 points while participating in community dance activities 
or other activities in the performing arts outside of the chapter 
program.
